B Strict enforcement of “Play Fast”

We encourage “ready golf” here. Please only start playing once you
have confirmed it is safe, and you are ready. In addition, please try to
keep the time for a half-round under 2 hours 15 minutes

B Use of stand bags during self-play

You may not bring these when using a caddy. Please do not take
them onto the putting greens, and ensure you do not damage the
carts or have accidents with them.

HBan on two-balls play
You may not play two balls at the same time.

B Follow course staff directions.

Please follow all directions given by course staff such as caddies or
marshals.

fConsideration for others

HYou may not drive within 50 yards of others

Driving is very dangerous. Our clubs prohibit driving within 50 yards
of others. Please ensure that there is ample distance between your
party and the party in front before you play.

B Using mobile phones

Please switch your mobile phones to vibrate or turn them off in the
clubhouse (including therestaurants) and on the course, and refrain
from using them for calls. If you must make a call in a course, please
ensure that you do not hamper others and cause slow play.

B Checking safety and warning others

If your balls should fly towards an adjacent hole, immediately shout
“Fore!l” to warn others.

Or, if playing from an adjacent hole, check safety and get the
permission of players on that hole before playing.

B Consideration for other players

Please act with consideration for other players, such as refraining
from shouting on the course.

B Act without delay

Please leave the green quickly once you have sunk your balls (scores
should be entered after you leave the green).

@ Smoking is only permitted on the teeing areas or where ashtrays
are provided. Smoking is not permitted on carts (including

e-cigarettes/vaping). Please be considerate of others in your party.

@ Please stay out of teeing areas you are not using.

@ When entering or leaving bunkers, please use the shallowest areas
nearestthe ball.

@ Always rake bunkers smooth after using them. Place the rakes
outside the bunkers, lying in the
direction of play, so that they do not interfere with other players.

@ To protect the grass, please replace divots and fix ball marks.

@ We ask for your cooperation with the top-dressing within the
course as well (to the extent that it does not
hamper your round).
